Slip 2” diameter pipe
(supplied by installer) through shower drain hole
in receptor.

Install Rubber Gasket over the drain pipe. Use

a screw driver to make sure the gasket is seated

. to the bottom of the drain receptor.
If using drywall for shower walls, be sure to P

waterproof wall surface. Use waterproof adhesive

when installing ceramic tile. Complete installation by snapping Strainer into

place.
